Supporting Legislation

Local Government Act 1989
Power to Councils to name roads, erect signs and re quire premises to be numbered

Subdivision Act 1988
Persons wishing to have a plan registered must lodg e the certified plan at the Titles 

Office for registration together with the prescribe d information in respect of the 
street address and lot location of each lot on the plan;

Subdivision (Procedures) Regulations 2000 - SECT 36
Council to supply street numbers and lot location i nformation to the Registrar within 

one month of certification of a plan  -- (Form 8)

Road Management Act 2004
Power to declare and name a road

• It does not demand existing addresses be 
made to conform

• Unclear assignment of sub-addresses;

• 40A and 40B or Unit 1 & 2 or 40 and 40A?

• No limit on number suffixes;

• Repeating unit numbers;

• Ranged numbers assigned

• Unit (or Apartment) 3
• Unit (or Suite) 2
• Unit (or Shop) 1

Removing the complexity

• Every road 
named

• Standard 
numbering to 
every address 
site
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AS/NZS 4819: 2011
Clear direction

• Separate access points = 40A and 40B

• Shared access point = Unit 1 and Unit 2

• Suffixes A, B, C, D, E only! (Prefix W for water 
access)

• Unique unit numbering, regardless of type

• Ranges reserved; single number assigned



• Friday 8 April 2011- Draft Standard released for comment

• Friday 10 June 2011- Close of feedback submissions

• June/July 2011 – SASIG consider feedback & complementary Guidelines

• August 2011- SASIG meet to respond to feedback and update Draft Standard

• September- December 2011- Standards Australia consider SASIG responses 
and finalise Standard

• January 2012- AS/NZS 4819 released
